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The effects of Hurricane Katrina were devastating.  This document focuses specifically on the problems and issues associated with evacuating health care facilities.  It objectively discusses what went wrong and why, and recommends actions that healthcare facilities can consider in similar future situations.
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Two simulated emergencies were used to evaluate the rapidity of emergency equipment retrieval using a standard emergency cart and a Pediatric Broselow cart.  The findings are discussed and implications addressed.
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This article focuses on the importance of addressing the special needs of children in disaster planning.  Furthermore, it emphasizes the need for a regional approach to enhance pediatric surge capacity during disasters.  
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This joint policy statement between the American Academy of Pediatrics and the American College of Emergency Physicians Committees on Pediatric Emergency Medicine, recognizes the role of the family in all aspects of health care delivery – including the emergency department. 
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This article discusses the feasibility of expanding surge capacity during a Mass Casualty Incident to accommodate 500 inpatients per million population, as suggested by federal planners.
